“Hail Redeemer King Divine”

“Hail Redeemer, King Divine” is the opening line
of a hymn which is often used on the feast of
Christ the King. We believe that Christ the King is
the One who redeemed us by dying for us on the
Cross and who rose from the dead on Easter
Sunday. Because He is a divine person His
sacrifice has infinite value. His desire is that we
might share with Him the fullness of glory in the
life hereafter.

Our Gospel reading on this Sunday gives us
Matthew’s story of the Last Judgement. To put it
simply, we will be judged by what we have failed
to do. We are asked to show our love for the Son
of Man, by recognising Him in all those who are in
need and by showing our concern for them in acts
of generous love.

“In so far as you did this to one of the least of
mine, you did it to me”, He says.

Our “King Divine” lived life to the full as a
human being. He is gentle as a good mother
when He advises us to take care and not to be
afraid. He wants us to live each day that God

gives us to the full, meeting the disappointments
with resignation because He is with us always.
He reminds us that we are His friends. He asks
us to have faith in Him.
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Forgive me, God, for the times | have failed -
failed to love God and failed to love people in
all their needs.

This is the last Sunday of the Church year, and it
is fitting, that our vision passes beyond the distant
horizon, to see our created world from God's
point of view and to put His plans into action.
“Hail Redeemer, King Divine”.

Second Reading 1 Corinthians 15:20-26.2

A reading from the first letter of St. Paul to the
Corinthians.

Christ has been raised from the dead, the first-fruits of all
who have fallen asleep. Death came through one man
and in the same way the resurrection of the dead has
come through one man. Just as all die in Adam, so all will
be brought to life in Christ; but all of them in their proper
order: Christ as the first-fruits and then, after the coming
of Christ, those who belong to him. After that will come
the end, when he hands over the kingdom to God the
Father, having done away with every sovereignty,
authority and power. For he must be king until he has put
all his enemies under his feet and the last of the enemies
to be destroyed is death. And when everything is
subjected to him, then the Son himself will be subject in
his turn to the One who subjected all things to him, so that
God may be all in all.

Next he will say to those on his left hand,
"Go away from me, with your curse upon you, to the
eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For |
was hungry and you never gave me food; | was thirsty
and you never gave me anything to drink; | was a
stranger and you never made me welcome, naked and
you never clothed me, sick and in prison and you never
visited me." Then it will be their turn to ask, "Lord, when
did we see you hungry or thirsty, a stranger or naked, sick
or in prison, and did not come to your help?" Then he will
answer, "I tell you solemnly, in so far as you neglected to
do this to one of the least of these, you neglected to do it
to me." And they will go away to eternal punishment, and
the virtuous to eternal life.'
